Our parish lies on the traditional country of the Yaluk-ut Weelam people within the 

custodians of this land over countless generations, and we pay our respects to their elders, 
past and present.  We commit ourselves to the path of reconciliation, justice and healing 
(including to Pay The Rent to local First Nations people).

The season of Lent covers the forty days (not including Sundays) from Ash 
Wednesday to Easter Eve. It recalls the forty days spent by Jesus in the 
desert, fasting and praying. For us too it is a time of preparation, prayer and 
fasting: a wilderness time. 
 

From early in the Church’s history, Lent was principally viewed as a period 
of preparation for those to be baptised at Easter. As candidates for baptism 
were instructed in the Christian faith, the whole community was invited to 
join them in the process of study and repentance. So too for us, Lent leads 
towards the renewal of our baptism at Easter. 
 

Our worship has a different, more subdued character during these weeks: 
we omit the Gloria in excelsis (Glory to God in the highest), and there is a 
greater emphasis on penitence and renewal, experienced at its starkest in 
the Ash Wednesday liturgy. The liturgical colour is purple, symbolizing 
penitence and humility. 
 

Our confession of sin moves to a later position in the service, as a response 
to the Ministry of the Word, allowing God to reveal where our lives need to 
be opened up again to God’s work in us. It is immediately followed by the 
Greeting of Peace, as we turn to our neighbours and recognise an amazing 
gift: that because we have been reconciled to God, renewal and 
reconciliation and peace have also become possible in our human 
relationships. 
 

As Lent progresses we are drawn inexorably towards the mystery of Jesus’ 
passion, death and resurrection. The dramatic and distinctive liturgies of 
Holy Week—Palm Sunday, Maundy Thursday and Good Friday—lead us 
to a place of emptiness and desolation, into which the exultant alleluias of 
Easter burst with new life and hope. 
 

God of all seasons, 
in your pattern of things 
there is a time for keeping 
and a time for losing, 
a time for building up 
and a time for pulling down.

From your priest… 
 

Dear friends, 

Identification documents occasionally include a section for “distinguishing 
features”, perhaps some sort of mark that belongs uniquely to that person, 
whether from birth or acquired later in life. 

As well as these superficial markings, we are all marked less visibly by the 
experiences of our life, our loves and losses, joys and sorrows. We are marked 
by certain conversations that changed the course of our life. We are marked by 
the people we have significantly shared time with along the way. We are 
marked by the values and assumptions of our families and culture. 

As Christians, we carry another mark which cuts across all of these: the sign of 
the cross from our baptism, with which we are “marked as Christ’s own 
forever”. It’s not visible in the way that a birthmark or tattoo might be, but that 
doesn’t mean that it shouldn’t be a “distinguishing feature” of who we are. 
Indeed, we might say that the journey and call of discipleship is that our 
belonging in Christ might become more and more the distinguishing feature of 
our lives: no longer a visible mark, but a whole shape and pattern of being. 
What would that look like in your life? Where have you seen that in others? 

At our baptism, we are marked with the cross with the oil of chrism—beautiful 
and fragrant, a sign of God’s grace and abundance. But each year as Lent 
begins (in normal times!), on Ash Wednesday that same mark of the cross is 
instead traced in ash. It is a vivid reminder of our fragility and mortality, and so 
too of God’s grace: for we are invited back to life, recognising that following 
Jesus on the way to life means following the way of the cross. 

And then, at Easter we renew our baptismal commitment and celebrate once 
again God’s gift of life, abundance and joy. 

Do take a moment, in your own prayer, to retrace that mark of the cross on 
your own forehead, and your own life. We are the people who say: “I turn to 
Christ.”
