The heavens declare the glory of God: and the 
firmament proclaims his handiwork;

Reading from the First Testament (Hebrew Bible) 

A reading from the book of Proverbs 

 

Wisdom shouts in the street; 
    in the public square she raises her voice. 
Above the noisy crowd, she calls out. 
    At the entrances of the city gates, she has her say: 
“How long will you clueless people love your    
      naïveté, 
    mockers hold their mocking dear, 
    and fools hate knowledge? 
You should respond when I correct you. 
    Look, I’ll pour out my spirit on you. 

    I’ll reveal my words to you. 
I invited you, but you rejected me; 
    I stretched out my hand to you, 
    but you paid no attention. 
You ignored all my advice,| 
    and you didn’t want me to correct you. 
So I’ll laugh at your disaster; 
    I’ll make fun of you when dread comes over you, 
       when terror hits you like a hurricane, 
        and your disaster comes in like a tornado, 
        when distress and oppression overcome you. 
Then they will call me, but I won’t answer; 
    they will seek me, but won’t find me 
        because they hated knowledge 
        and didn’t choose the fear of the LORD. 
They didn’t want my advice; 
    they rejected all my corrections. 
They will eat from the fruit of their way, 
    and they’ll be full of their own schemes. 
The immature will die because they turn away; 
    smugness will destroy fools. 
Those who obey me will dwell securely, 
    untroubled by the dread of harm.”

Reading from the New Testament 

A reading from the letter of James 
 
Someone might claim, “You have faith and I have 
action.” But how can I see your faith apart from your 
actions? Instead, I’ll show you my faith by putting it 
into practice in faithful action. It’s good that you 
believe that God is one. Ha! Even the demons believe 
this, and they tremble with fear. Are you so slow? Do 
you need to be shown that faith without actions has no 
value at all? What about Abraham, our father? Wasn’t 
he shown to be righteous through his actions when he 
offered his son Isaac on the altar? See, his faith was at 
work along with his actions. In fact, his faith was made 
complete by his faithful actions. So the scripture was 
fulfilled that says, Abraham believed God, and God 
regarded him as righteous. What is more, Abraham 
was called God’s friend. So you see that a person is 
shown to be righteous through faithful actions and not 
through faith alone. In the same way, wasn’t Rahab the 
prostitute shown to be righteous when she received the 
messengers as her guests and then sent them on by 
another road? As the lifeless body is dead, so faith 
without actions is dead. 

(2.18-26; CEB)

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The Canticle, The Song of Zechariah (Benedictus) 

Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel: who has come 
to his people and set them free. 

The Lord has raised up for us a mighty Saviour: born 
of the house of his servant David.  

Through the holy prophets, God promised of old: to 
save us from our enemies, from the hands of all 
who hate us,  

To show mercy to our forebears: and to remember his 
holy covenant.  

This was the oath God swore to our father Abraham: 
to set us free from the hands of our enemies,  

Free to worship him without fear: holy and righteous 
before him, all the days of ourlife.  

And you, child, shall be called the prophet of the 
Most High: for you will go before the Lord to 
prepare his way,  

To give his people knowledge of salvation: by the 
forgiveness of their sins.  

In the tender compassion of our God: the dawn from 
on high shall break upon us,  

To shine on those who dwell in darkness and the 
shadow of death: and to guide our feet into the way 
of peace.
